I am sure you all have noticed something happening 
at Shadow View Ranch these past few months. Well 
if you guessed that there is a new owner then you are 
right. If you also guessed that this new owner is going 
to make it a boarding facility you are right again. I 
know that all of us equestrians wanted Shadow View 
to be bought by a horse person instead of the lot be-
ing parceled out and having houses built there. Now 
we donôt have to worry. The new owner is Bonnie 
Scudder and her husband Steve Scudder. The Scud-
der family consists of Bonnie, Steve, Sammy (11 
years old), and Sophia (8 years old). Bonnie owns 
two horses: Gitana (the official mayor of the farm) 
who is an Oldenburg and Gitanaôs son named Sam-
son. She was tired of not having a boarding facility 
that met her needs. So what does she do? She buys 
her own! Shadow View needed a lot of work to get up 
and running and is still a work in progress. With its 
new facelift Shadow View also needed a new name: 
ñBaker Scudder Farmsò.  The farm has boarders now 
(but is not officially open until February 1

st
) and also 

has a renter in the house (the renter has horses 
boarded in the stable but they themselves have noth-
ing to do with the facility so please do not disturb 
them).
